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The Asante, Dahomey, and Benin were
among the groups that captured the 
most Africans for European and American
slave traders.  
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European commerce took place most often
on ships along West Africa’s coast. Tropical
disease intimidated European slave traders.
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As the Atlantic slave trade developed, raiders
moved farther inland to capture people.
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
